Directors Report

Atom Pee Wee

1 All of our teams were balanced within their divisions, although at some levels (Peewee C, Atom A and B) the teams did not fare well overall within the GHA.

2 Because OMHA believes in the constant development of players, this past season, 2 Atom A teams were put together to allow these players to develop. The teams did not fare well in the overall standings, but an overall improvement was seen in the play of these players. Due to the 2 A teams, only 2 B teams were formed as well, and they too suffered in the standings, but their development as players has been noted as well.

3 In order to help with the overall improvement of these teams, each Atom team was given some extra ice with a Power Skating instructor. Coaches were on the ice to help and to pick up techniques to draw from. These techniques were put to use helping to further develop the Atom players.

4 So far, all Coach evaluations that have been submitted have been mostly positive.

5 1 G11A banner was won by the Atom C team coached by Riccardo Panarella. Congratulations to Riccardo, his staff and all the players on the Atom C Thunderbirds.

6 Our division convenors, Joe Valente and Brian Powell, had a relatively easy season with few

complaints arising from within Atom and Pee Wee.

Directors Report

Bantam Midget Juvenile

1 All teams (17 in total) at all divisions with the exception of one at Bantam B were able to compete within their divisions and had reasonable win to lose ratios.

2 Because OMHA believes in the constant development of players, This past season, at Bantam A level 3 teams were created as opposed to 2 to give 1st year players a chance to develop at the A level to increase the number of players able to compete for the upcoming 2009-2010 season. Despite the initial pushback from parents at the beginning of the season, the teams competed at their divisions.

3 In general the feedback received by our members (players and parents) was very positive. Coach evaluations also came back positive.

4 1 Juvenile were finalists

5 1 Bantam A team went to Semi finals

6 1 Midget B team was able to obtain a GHA banner at the finals. Congrats to Martin Tomkin and his team.

7 In our opinion the division convenors did a great job throughout the season in addressing any of our members concerns.

ORLEANS BLUES REP B 2008-09

ANNUAL REPORT

During the 2008-09 hockey season the Orleans Blues Rep B program iced teams from the Minor Atom level all the way up to the Major Midget level. Of the 8 teams, 4 advanced to the playoffs while another two teams just missed squeaking into post season play. Of the 4 teams that made the playoffs, two advanced to the 2nd round of the playoffs and one team won the league

championship.

A special congratulation goes out to head coach Kevin Gallagher and his Minor Midget Blues team who won the ODMHL league championship.

Once again this year the Blues in unison with Houle Sports hosted a Blues night in early October which allowed Blues families to take advantage of preferredpricing as well as the chance to win some door prices.

The Blues program also hosted an alcohol and drug awareness seminar again this year for Bantam and Midget aged players that allowed our Blues players to hear from experts about some of challenges and choices that they will be faced with in the near future.

MINOR ATOM

• Minor atom squad was made up of all Orleans kids

• The team participated in 4 tournaments

• Kids enjoyed their first year of Rep hockey and improved their skill level

MAJOR ATOM

• 11 skaters and 1 goalie originally registered

• Coach was able to recruit 4 kids and 1 goalie from the house leagueprogram.

• 1 skater was added from another association.

• Team played approximately 50 games (season, exhibition, tournaments)

• Participated in 2 local tournaments and 1 out of town (Quebec City)

MINOR PEEWEE

• Finished the regular season in 4th place and advanced to the playoffs

• Had an impressive 70% winning percentage and came in 2nd in theleague in goals against.

• Participated in 6 tournaments, 4 local and two out of town.

• The Minor peewee roster included two players from other associations

MAJOR PEEWEE

• All 17 players were from Orleans

• The team participated in 5 tournaments

• The Major Peewee team attended tournaments in Peterborough and Syracuse

MINOR BANTAM

• Early season injuries created big challenges for the team

• The Minor Bantam squad missed the playoffs by a single point

• Participated in 3 tournaments, 2 local and 1 out of town.

• 3 new players this year from the House league system.

• Over all a good season

MAJOR BANTAM

• The Major Bantams finished the regular season in 5th spot.

• Participated in the playoffs advancing to the semi finals

• The Major Bantams participated in 4 tournaments, 3 local and 1 out oftown.

• Won a championship in Lake Placid

• All players were from Orleans

MINOR MIDGET

• ODMHL league CHAMPIONS

• Participated in 8 tournaments and won 4 of them

• All 17 players were from Orleans

• 3 releases played for the Blackhawks

MAJOR MIDGET

· Finished in 6th place during the regular season

· Won their first round playoff series against the River Rats

· Lost in 2nd round to the Grads in an exciting 5 game series that included 3 ties.

· All players were from Orleans

· Participated in 4 tournaments including a championship in the Brockville tournament.

CONCLUSION:

Overall a good season for the Rep program, beginning with the tryouts in September we were able to reduce the number of appeals to zero, we had very few discipline issues to deal with and we made improvements with regards to the affiliation of house league players to ensure continued successand future development.
